DAYS OFF DURING TET HOLIDAY AND SWAPPING OF DAYS OFF DURING PUBLIC HOLIDAYS IN 2014
Pursuant to the Official Dispatch 10525/VPCP-KGVX dated December 12 2013 of Office of the Government on Lunar New Year holiday (Tet holiday) and swapping of days off during public holidays in 2014, in order to facilitate the travel, enable officials and civil servants to spend time with their families during traditional public holidays, reduce administrative costs and personal costs, and enable workers to have consecutive days off, the Ministry of Labor, War Invalids and Social Affairs hereby request administrative bodies, political organizations, socio-political organizations to follow the following schedule for Tet holiday and swap days off during public holidays in 2014 as follows:
1. Tet holiday:
The officials and civil servants of administrative bodies, political organizations, socio-political organizations (hereinafter referred to as officials and civil servants) shall go to work on Saturday, January 25, 2014 and Saturday, February 08, 2014, and go on leave on Tuesday, January 28, 2014 and Wednesday, January 29, 2014. Thus, during Tet holiday, officials and civil servants are entitled to 09 consecutive days off from Tuesday, January 28, 2014 to Wednesday, February 05, 2014.
2. Victory day (March 30) and Labor Day (May 01): 
Officials and civil servants shall go to work Saturday, April 26, 2014 and go on leave on Friday, May 02, 2014. Thus, during this holiday, officials and civil servants are entitled to 05 consecutive days off from April 30, 2014 to May 04, 2014.
3. Independence Day (September 02) 
Officials and civil servants shall go to work Saturday, September 06, 2014 and go on leave on Monday, September 01, 2014. Thus, during this holiday, officials and civil servants are entitled to 04 consecutive days off from August 30, 2014 to September 02, 2014.
The organizations whose days off are not Saturdays and Sundays shall schedule their own days off to suit their operation.
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
